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2023-2024 Fiscal Year Update

From the Board Chair and Executive Director

Many of us have cherished early
memories of being introduced to our
natural world. Whether sifting through
ponds to find tadpoles, dissecting owl
pellets, or simply walking through

the woods, where would we be if our
curiosity hadn’t been stimulated by
both nature and our teachers? At Tin
Mountain, people are at the heart of our
commitment to this vital process.

Tin Mountain offers multiple childhood
education opportunities at local schools
and in our summer and winter camp
programs. Outside the classroom, we
provide an array of nature programs for
youth, their families, and adults. Our
research also creates real-world opportu-
nities for college interns, who gain direct
experience studying plants and animals
and their habitats alongside seasoned
researchers.

We are committed to bringing the human touch to conser-
vation and stewardship programs as we model top-notch
conservation practices. These connections are fostered
through numerous evening programs, Zoom presentations,
and our many guided walks. Most recently, Notes from a
Naturalist, our weekly column in the Conway Daily Sun,
has provided another channel of outreach to the larger
community of the Mount Washington Valley. Teacher natu-
ralist Matt Maloney educates readers on timely and unique
topics, encouraging them to get out and experience the
natural world.

At the core of our popular programs are our talented staff
and teachers. Tin Mountain teacher naturalist Mike Dufilho
and TMCC board member Dylan Harry, for example, are
great examples of excellence in environmental education.
They possess deep knowledge of our natural world combined
with strong people skills and vision. Together they developed
a series of community science programs at Fryeburg
Academy, including an insect abundance survey, a bird
migration survey, and a bioblitz (a team effort to identify

as many species as possible in a given area and time limit).
Their success lays in personal connections with all of the
Academy’s students grades nine through twelve. Ask any FA
student and they will remember their classes and experiences
with these two teachers.

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Thanks to all who supported TMCC during fiscal year 2023-2024. Because of the support of our
members, donors, program attendees, businesses, and grants, we were able to continue our mission
to educate and inspire children, adults, and families. See below for some of the projects we undertook

during this past fiscal year.

Motus Tower Wood
Thrush Project

In the summer of 2024, research
manager Allison Byrd joined a nation-
wide effort to nanotag songbirds using
our Motus tracking station. Partnering
with NH Audubon and the US Fish
and Wildlife Service, this program
geotagged wood thrushes to determine
their summer movement, migratory
routes, and overwintering locations.
The data collected will show how
different breeding and wintering areas
are connected and help conserve the
species across its full annual cycle.
Twenty-seven wood thrushes were
tagged in New Hampshire, six of these
at TMCC. To date, five of the NH
wood thrushes have been detected in
Central America, with two of these
having been tagged at Tin Mountain.
These two Central America birds were
detected in Tikal, Guatemala, and at
the Belize Foundation for Research
and Environmental Education
(BFREE) in Punta Gorda, Belize.

School Program
Expansion

Typically the KA Brett School second
and third grade students are the only
students to receive TMCC programs
in their school, but this past school
year we were able to expand our
programming with them thanks to the
support of the Tamworth Foundation.
Grades K, 1, 5, and 6 all participated
in a Project KITE (Kids In The
Environment) program focusing on
ecological topics, including wildlife
adaptations in winter, energy alterna-
tives, and geology. All classes received

three classroom lessons followed by
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a field trip to locations such as the
Madison Boulder, the Hoyt Preserve,
and TMCC, where they went snow-
shoeing and the sixth graders toured
our active solar PV and solar thermal

systems.

“Big Night”

The first warm rain of spring brings
spotted salamanders out from their
subterranean homes to head to vernal
pools to mate and lay their eggs. These
amphibians often have to cross roads
and can become victims of traffic
without human help. We had over
twenty intrepid volunteers for our
Big Night event, walking Bald Hill
Road and other areas around town to
move spotted salamanders and other
amphibians off the road. We moved

a total of 76 amphibians, of which 42
were spotted salamanders. Unusually
compared to most years, there was still
a significant amount of snow on the

ground during the 2024 Big Night.

Spongy Moth Infestation

The 90-acre Michael Cline Forest
suffered an infestation of spongy moths
in 2022 and 2023, and the majority

of the large red oaks on the property
were killed by two successive years of
defoliation. Consulting forester Daniel
Stepanauskas undertook a salvage cut
of the trees on the property while

also leaving a number of affected trees
standing to become snags in the forest.
Some of the wood from the cut will be
used in the construction of our Nature
Playscape.
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Financial Statement

October 1, 2023 - September 30, 2024

Fiscal Year 2024 marked another strong year of growth and achievement. Progress on the Children’s Nature Playscape for the
NLC is well underway, supported by Capital Campaign funds. Endowment assets grew by $158k, and the fiscal year concluded
on a high note with the successful sale of the Pollard Street property. The balance sheet remains solid, with no long-term debt.
