In 2024-2025, Tin Mountain engaged
in a strategic planning process that
brought together staft, board members,
volunteers, donors, members, and
community partners. Thanks to the
generosity of an anonymous foun-
dation, we were able to work with a
consultant, Paper Crane Associates.
This process offered a valuable oppor-
tunity to reflect on what the organiza-
tion does—and why—as well as how
it can position itself for even greater
impact and resilience in a changing
world. This work is organized

around our four programmatic areas:
Conservation and Stewardship, Youth
Education, Research and Community
Science, and Community Engagement.

Through this process, Tin Mountain
identified four strategic goals for the
next three years:

2. Strengthen our role as a regional
conservation leader

3. Execute a successful transi-
tion into our organization’s next
chapter

4. Secure our financial sustainability
for the next 45 years

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Nature’s PlayScape

The long-awaited Nature’s PlayScape
was completed last summer by Chris
Tanguay of Maine Dry Stone. Chris
did an artful job of creating a variety of
play areas in which children can climb,
run, and slide, all on tree logs and
stumps, rocks and boulders that lend
themselves to providing opportunities
for children to play in an exploratory
fashion. It has been well received by
young families and summer campers

as they have been exploring the

many opportunities at the Nature’s
PlayScape.

Commitment to the
North Country

While TMCC has long had a strong
and visible presence in the Mount
Washington Region, many may not
realize that our educational reach
stretches north to Coos County. In
2024, that connection was strength-
ened thanks to schools’ willingness to
partner with TMCC to secure funds
to support science education and
outdoor experiences. Every student

at Ed Fenn Elementary in Gorham
received Tin Mountain Conservation
Center programming ranging from
wildlife adaptations to a night-time
astronomy field trip thanks to the
school securing a grant to cover the
costs of programs. Another generous
donor supported programs K-8 in
Berlin Elementary and Middle Schools
grades where 1st-3rd graders learned
about local geology and snow science
while 9th graders at Gorham Middle
High School tested water quality on
the Peabody River in the WMNEF. We
look forward to continuing this work
in the coming years and expanding to
even more grades in Coos County.
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Conservation
Stewardship Program

As part of the Conservation
Stewardship program of Natural
Resource Conservation Services,

we planted close to 50 native shrubs
throughout the field edge and
Accessible Nature Trail to enhance
wildlife diversity on the Tin Mountain
property. Shrubs included elder-
berry, winterberry, kinnikinnick,
serviceberry, red osier dogwood, silky
dogwood, black chokeberry, tamarack,

and nannyberry.

Mount Washington
Auto Road Bicycle
Hillclimb

The 52nd Mount Washington

Auto Road Bicycle Hillclimb was

a resounding success with over 400
riders taking on the challenge of riding
their bicycles up Mount Washington.
A group of 100 riders raised over
$54,000 in support of TMCC.

Third Annual
Butterfly Count

July 2025 was our third year hosting a
Conway Area Butterfly Count, one of
seven circle counts in New Hampshire.
Thirty local volunteers, including
some regional experts, split into seven
teams. They visited 29 sites, netting
and identifying 25 species and 670
individual butterflies. That number

is considerably down from past years,
which seemed consistent with other
NH circle counts. It also lined up
with observations of various expert
lepidopterists around New England
who attributed this drop mostly to

a cold, wet month of May while
noting it came amid a decades-long,
continent-wide decline in butterflies
generally.
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Financial Statement

October 1, 2024 - September 30, 2025

Fiscal Year 2025 was a landmark year marked by exceptional growth in grant and restricted revenue. This progress was driven

by targeted funding for major capital improvements—including the new Nature’s PlayScape, roofing, and heating repairs—
along with several generous and unexpected estate gifts. While overall programming experienced a strategic realignment, our
school-based initiatives achieved remarkable expansion. The organization’s long-term sustainability was further strengthened

by a 26% increase in endowment assets and the successful completion of the Nature’s PlayScape project.
